Faith Hours Policy 

Catholics must go to Mass every Sunday (and Holy Days of Obligation) 
in order to fulfill God’s commandment to keep holy the Sabbath.  Each 
Sunday after Mass, students (and parents/siblings if they wish) will take 
a picture with the priest or deacon. When students come into class, 
they will show the pictures to show the fulfilled requirement.  From 
the beginning of the program on September 3 until April 22, there are 33 
Sundays.  Students will need to show a picture of themselves for 25 
out of the 33 weeks of the program.
